What is the knee joint?

The knee joint works like a hinge. The thigh bone called the femur in your upper leg
is hinged to the shin bone called the tibia in your lower leg. The knee joint allows
the shin bone to move backward and forward on the thigh bone so that you can
bend and straighten your leg.
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
